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4 WALL - 32 COUNTS - IMPROVER

 Section 1 Step, Point & Switch, Jazz Box Cross

 1 - 2  Step right forward. Point left toe to left side. Step Point Forward

 & 3 & 4  Step left in place. Point right to right side. Step right in place. Point left to left side. & Point & Point On the spot

 5 - 6  Cross left over right. Step right back.  Cross Back Back

 7 - 8  Step left back. Cross right over left. Back Cross Left

 Section 2 Rock 1/4 Turn, Forward Shuffle, Step, Pivot 1/2, Forward Shuffle

 1 - 2 Rock left to left side. Recover onto right and make 1/4 turn right. Rock Turn Turning right

 3 & 4  Step left forward. Close right beside left. Step left forward. Left Shuffle Forward

 5 - 6 Step right forward. Pivot 1/2 turn left. Step Pivot Turning left

 7 & 8  Step right forward. Close left beside right. Step right forward. Right Shuffle Forward

 Section 3 Touch Front, Side & Switch, Touch Side, Front, Back Shuffle, Back Rock

 1 - 2 Touch left toe forward. Touch left toe to left side. Touch Touch On the spot

 & 3 - 4  Step left in place. Touch right toe to right side. Touch right toe forward. & Touch Touch

 5 & 6  Step right back. Close left beside right. Step right back. Right Shuffle Back

 7 - 8  Rock back on left. Recover forward onto right. Back Rock On the spot

 Section 4 Cross Points Forward & Back, Step

 1 - 2  Cross step left over right. Point right toe to right side. Cross Point Right

 3 - 4  Cross step right over left. Point left toe to left side. Cross Point Left

 5 - 6  Cross left behind right. Point right toe to right side. Behind Point Right

 7 - 8  Cross right behind left. Point left toe to left side. Behind Point Left

 & Step left in place.
